Students enrolled in EDU 284, wishing to complete hours outside of  Richmond county and Scotland county North Carolina must 
complete practicum hours at a location meeting one of the following criteria:  NAEYC accredited; a Public School Pre-K-3rd grade; Head 
Start or Early Head Start; or NACCRA accredited. The student must be directly supervised by an individual holding an associate degree 
or higher in Early Childhood Education or related program.
